John:  whereabouts unk and children unk;  may have been John 

Sellers who received land grant in Davidson TN for service 

Continental  Line;  estate 1787, blurb on MARS,  lists John Sellers 

(could be John himself or son) and Isaac  Sellers – so possibly 

brother John with 2 possible sons John and Isaac & if both were 

his sons, both 21 or over in 1787 so b.  bef. 1766

and 1800 – who belongs to whom?;  Edward of Burke 1800; 

Robert of Burke 1800; Elizabeth of Rutherford 1800; James of 

Burke 1800.
